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XÜLASƏ
Bu tədqiqat müasir qloballaşan dünyada mədəni 

əlaqələrin rolunu və əhəmiyyətini araşdırır. Məqalə-
də qeyd olunur ki, mədəni qarşılıqlı əlaqə xalqlar 
arasında qarşılıqlı anlaşmanın möhkəmləndirilməsi, 
tolerantlığın təşviqi, sülh və sabitliyin təmin olun-
ması üçün əsas vasitələrdən biridir. Tədqiqatda mə-
dəni əlaqələrin anlayışı və mahiyyəti təhlil edilir, 
onun incəsənət, təhsil, dil və ənənələr kimi çoxşaxəli 
xarakteri vurğulanır.

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РЕЗЮМЕ
Данное исследование рассматривает роль и
